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o Faculty and staff at all institutions will communicate information about this agreement to 
students and prospective cadets. 

o Each institution will provide, at its website, a link to the program information and requirements 
of the partner institution. 

o Each institution will provide in its college catalog, program information and requirements. 

• Length of Agreement - This agreement will become effective upon the execution of signatures by the 
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Muskegon Community College/ Great Lakes Maritime Academy Engineering Officers 
Curriculum Guide 

The same course may not be used to satisfy two groups. Student must complete at least 30 credits, or the last 15 credits, at 

Muskegon Community College to meet the degree residency requirements. A minimum cumulative 2.0 GPA is required 

for the AGS Degree. 
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
